Miss Corker
bad been 111 for the past ten weeks
and critically 111 for two weeks, &
change in her condition for the wor
se being noted yesterday. Mlss Cor-
ker, had she lived would have been
51 years of age in June.

Soon
after she attended National Normal |
University at Lebonan, Ohio. She}
became a teacher in the schools of|
QGreenbrier District 32 years ago
and taught continuously since that
time and had she taught this school
term would have finished her tenth
year as Principal of Avis School.
